Facility champions should discuss functionality and use of equipment with vendors, but only contracting staff should initiate discussions regarding costs.  However, at some facilities, it seems that contracting allows facility champions to discuss this with the vendors.  

A suggestion was made for Champions to attend the facility SOW/COTR (Statement of Work/Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative) Training in order to better understand the process.  There is an online training but it was suggested that it was difficult to follow and understand, and that the local training was much better. As well, taking this locally will allow you to meet those who are knowledgable and will facilitate networking with others who are also writing SOWs.
